We have informal affiliations with roughly 25 parks that are of a quality that 99% of you would
the amenities (free laundry for example), the location, the climate, all of these parks are very 
exceed your expectations.

For example, you are a “10 hour guy”--you get your better half in the rig and out of the park b
your selected destination by 5 p.m.

The “10-hour guy” has a place to go and he gets there. Here’s the catch, the 10-hour guy wa
He always had a destination in mind, but the first half a dozen times he went 3-4 hours and d
do or see and ended up in a dump, the evolution began. Next day same thing, and on and on
his stay is less than pleasant. The destination is poured into the “been there done that bucke
Wal-Mart!

The “6-hour couple” has figured it out. They know where they are going to stay because there
any longer, so they settle for a park that has something that they can tolerate. This system 
have set a level of expectation. When their expectations have not been met, they are in a qua
but not any more”. Good bye Destination, Hello Wal-Mart! Or they say, “Since we don’t want 
ourselves and do 8 hours and stay an extra day in XYZ?”  

The “4-hour cruisers” are rapidly becoming the “6-hour couple”. “We don’t mind staying at AB
right?” They decide to take as long as they can to reach ABC, and when they arrive, they plu
sleep and leave the next morning. After a few nights like this they say to themselves, “You k
to stay, we might as well stay at Wal-Mart.” So instead of paying $15-25 for a mediocre plac
and then leave as soon as possible, they could do practically the same thing at Wal-Mart for 

But the Wal-Mart thing, well, it just isn’t right. It’s not safe. The price is right, but it’s not that 
RV industry. And more and more Wal-Marts won’t allow overnight parking. 

What is the answer? 
I don’t know.  WHAT IF you, the RVer, had a choice to drive 3, 4, 6, or 10 hours a day and k
there was a reasonably priced park that would meet or exceed their expectations? Your trave
disappointments disappear.

For example: you were planning to go to a destination that was 15 hours away? Take 5 days 
take 10 days and go see many of the things that you always wanted to see or do.

OK--WE GET IT. 

Every 200 miles in any direction there is a RV Park that we would be more than happy to sta
now how do we get there?
